| would like to thank those 38 community members who donated
two hours of their time to engage in an extremely valuable
workshop. Participants provided clear and consistent feedback
regarding wellbeing, expectations, accountability/responsibility of
stakeholders and the effective management of minor,
unsatisfactory, major or serious breaches of school rules.

The staff engaged in the same processes and gave careful
consideration to community feedback. It was welcomed and
affirmed what staff were thinking. As a result, the school will publish
student wellbeing and discipline implementation procedures, that
will be sent home to all families and that will be explicitly taught
across all classes.

Anti-Bullying Day of Action
Next Friday 16™ March, the
school will hold an
Anti-Bullying day of action, in
which all of our students K-6
will engage in a series of
comprehensive activities
unpacking what bullying is,
how we will best manage and
report situations and the types
of support available.

This will be an out of uniform day. Students can come in casual
clothing with a special feature (e.g. wearing odd socks, bizarre hair
style or the one colour) that symbolises inclusion and diversity in
our community.

On this day, a coordinated approach will be used to have all
children and teachers make an imprint of their hand, on the COLA
wall, under the heading of either - Bullying no way! or Take a Stand
Together! (Similar to the picture used).

This year the school has been staffed in a fashion that provides additional

teachers in an interventionist role. The tiered intervention presents a

means of delivering tailored learning support for students in literacy and

numeracy.

Tier 1 interventions provide support through high quality, personalised

assessment and classroom teaching that is designed to engage, challenge Tier 2:

and support all learners to achieve or exceed expected levels. Instruction
Tier 2 interventions provide timely support through high quality, (Some Students)
personalised assessment and instruction that is specific to identified need
for individual and small groups of students.

Tier 3 interventions provide more intensive, longer term support through
specialist assessment and teaching for individual students with complex
literacy and numeracy needs. Tier 3 interventions are documented using
individual learning plans and follow a lack of response to Tier 2 interventions.

5. Contact the school.

1. Listen calmly and get the full story. Your
calm response is important to allow your
child to tell you all about the
situation. After they’ve told you their
story, ask questions to get more details if
you need to: who, what, where,
when. Although you may feel some
strong emotions about your child’s
experience, try to keep calm to avoid
more distress to your child.

6. Checlcin regularly with your child.

2. Reassure your child they are not to blame. Many children blame themselves and this
may make them feel even worse. You could say things like, ‘That sounds really hard to
deal with. No one should have to put up with that.’ or ‘I'm so glad you told me. You
should be able to feel safe at school; that’s not fair at all’.

3. Ask your child what they want to do and what they want you to do. A critical part of
your response is to avoid jumping in to solve the problem. While it is natural to want to
protect your child, helping them to find their own solution is a better option. It helps
them feel they have some power in the situation.

4. Visit www.bullyingnoway.gov.au to find some strategies. The website has tips and
ideas for different bullying situations. One idea is to practise strategies at home to help
your child feel more confident.

5. Contact the school. Your child may be reluctant for you to do this, so discuss the idea
and reassure them that the school would want to know and is able to help. Make an
appointment to meet with your child’'s teacher and, if you need to, ask to talk with the
principal. Contact the school immediately if you have a concern about your child’s
safety.

6. Check in regularly with your child. Keep the conversation going. It can take time to
resolve issues, so check in regularly with your child about their experiences and their
feelings. Your ongoing support is important.
